FUNDRAISING MATTERS 
A difficult but essential part of our job is raising the money needed to keep TS BEE going, and I 
offer no apologies for bringing up the subject.

Although we receive some support from the Royal Navy, this is in 
general restricted to the loan of uniforms and the provision of some 
courses. The Sea Cadet Association can provide limited financial 
assistance for special items (they recently contributed to the cost of 
our central heating repairs, for example) and we are extremely 
grateful for that, but we certainly don’t receive huge amounts of 
cash.

We have all the bills you do, plus those associated with our boats, 
tools and equipment, non-RN training, transport - and so the list 
goes on. And then there are the repairs.

I have already mentioned central heating, but the most recent 
‘disaster’ was the discovery, just a couple of months ago, that our 
electrical system is in urgent need of rewiring (part of it has since 
been isolated for safety reasons). That’s another £8,000 or so that 
we have to find from somewhere.

We really do need your support at fundraising events - turnout has 
recently been very poor.
